BUILDING A BOREHOLE IN SOMALIA AND

A WATER WELL FOR FARMERS IN PALESTINE

‘The Messenger of Allah (saw) was asked, “Which charity is best?” He replied, “[Providing]l water”.

BOREHOLE IN CENTRAL SOMALIA

According to the World Bank, only 7% of the rural population
in Somalia has access to improved water sources. Drought,
conflict, displacement and constant instability have left large
numbers of people in Somalia without clean water. Water-
borne diseases are rife amongst children. The current situation
in this area is that there is no suitable water source available.
There is an urgent need for these kinds of water projects in
central Somalia.

BENEFICIARIES: Over 20,000 families and their livestock will
benefit from this borehole.

PROJECT DETAILS: The proposal is to construct a deep
borehole which is over 100 metres deep. The borehole will
be connected to a 24,000-litre water tanker.

WELL FOR FARMERS IN RAMALLAH, PALESTINE

Ramallah is in the West Bank, around 10km from Jerusalem. There is an
Israeli domination over Palestinian water sources in Ramallah, resulting
in an insufficient supply for the Palestinian population. Digging wells is
expensive and the Palestinians are financially poor. The Palestinians in
and around Jerusalem are in dire need of our support to provide them
with a water well.

BENEFICIARIES: The direct beneficiaries will be the farming families
who live in the area, but indirectly this project supports thousands of
Palestinians.

PROJECT DETAILS: This well will provide clean water for drinking, ag-
ricultural and farming needs. It will support Palestinian farmers in earn-
ing a living and controlling their own food sources. Ensuring the farm is
well-equipped will also help the land remain in Palestinian possession at
a time when they are regularly losing land.

1. All travel and associated arrangements for
the Mount Lycian Olympus (Tahtali Dagi) Challenge
and Spiritual Retreat are made by Muslim Hands. In
making these arrangements, Muslim Hands is acting as
your agent and is unable to accept liability for any loss
or damage, beyond its statutory liability, or for cancel-
lation of the event for any reason out of its control.

2. Participants must raise a minimum of
£2,500. A £300 non-refundable registration fee is also
required upon registration. This will go towards the
costs of flights, airport taxes, transport, accommoda-
tion and food. We insist that 100% of the total must
be paid to MH by 15/06 /2019. If you do not pay this
amount you may forfeit your eligibility to participate —
though you may choose to make up the balance your-
self. We ask that you show pledges for the minimum
target (e.g. sponsorship pledges) before departure.

3. Registration fees are non-refundable under
any circumstances once you have been accepted as a
participant.

4. If the participant decides at any time not
to take up their place, all sponsor forms and sponsor
