So, the Messenger of Allah#& sent ‘Ali ibn Abi Talib.é who recited part of the Qur’an
to them and the whole tribe of Hamdan became Muslim. News of this was sent to Messenger of Allah &
and he fell prostrate and raised his blessed head and said, “Peace be upon Hamdan! Peace be upon Hamdan!”
